The Planning Department has received the land use application for the
North Main redevelopment project. The application is scheduled for the
December 14, 2004 Planning Commission hearing. The Design and
Landmarks Committee (DLC), which has provided design input to the
development team, will review the application before it is heard by the
Commission. The DLC meeting will be scheduled shortly.

The appeal by DancEvolve, LLC of a Planning Director Determination
ruling that a dance studio does not meet the definition of a trade school
has been withdrawn.

On October 26, 2004, the Planning Commission is expected to take action
on the Parks District request for a determination regarding resource
protection of two pocket wetlands in North Clackamas Park. Other
reviews that night include: Panattoni Industrial Development; interpretation
that parking is not allowed in landscaped areas; and recommendation on
an ordinance eliminating annual renewal of home occupations.

Friday November 5th at 7:30 A.M. there will be a dedication of the new
Rotary sign carved by Sharon Klein and recently installed at the
Riverfront. The event will begin in the upstairs conference room at City
Hall with a continental breakfast (provided by the City), and the group will
then go to the Riverfront to "cut the ribbon" on the new sign. The

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ceremony and prizes will be provided by the North Clackamas Chamber of
Commerce.

A letter has been sent to the Oregon Marine Board inviting them to attend
a work session. A follow-up phone call resulted in no response to date.
Staff will keep working on it.

Work has started on the elevated tank structural reinforcement project.
Although it took several months for the contractor to mobilize, work has
started, adding structural support to help the water tower, located at 40th
and Harvey, to withstand the effects of an earthquake. Work should be
done by February 1, 2005.

10)Work continues on the sidewalk project along 40th and King. The

excavation around the four large Douglas fir trees did not disturb the roots
of those trees and means that the project will have no effect on their
health. The contractor has started work at the Lewelling Park site at
Stanley and Willow. The project should be finished within 30 days
depending on weather conditions.

11)The Engineering and Planning departments are working together to bring

the Downtown Parking and Traffic Management Plan (DTPMP) to fruition.
Policies in support of the Plan will be added to the Comprehensive Plan
and staff will bring the DTPMP to City Council for adoption in spring of '05.
In addition to parking management strategies for downtown, the DPTMP
will help address parking and traffic management issues within a special
planning area that includes downtown and Historic Milwaukie
neighborhood.

12)We have been notified by the state that a pollution load limit for the

Willamette River is proposed for public comment beginning on October 25.
The City has surface drainage outfalls to Johnson and Kellogg creeks,
both of which flow to the Willamette River. The pollution load limit will
require that the City take additional steps to its pre-treat storm water to
meet the new standard. Engineering will be looking at on-site treatment
options for private development as well as options for treatment in our
system prior to discharge into Johnson or Kellogg Creeks.

13)The proposed Storm Water Master Plan and associated storm water rate

increase is scheduled for Council consideration on December 21, 2004.

14)Our new GIS coordinator Kate Rossen will be starting employment on

November 1. We are holding oral board interviews for Code compliance
coordinator this Monday, October 25. | offered a meeting facilitation
class for neighborhood leaders this week.

October 15, 2004

1. Providence Milwaukie Hospital has requested approval to use their converted house on
36" Avenue for general office use. The house was formerly used as an approved drug
and alcohol facility. The Ardenwald NDA has requested the matter go before the Planning
Commission. The hearing is tentatively scheduled for November 16, 2004.

2. The City has received formal application for commercial rezoning of the residential block
along Oak Street opposite the Milwaukie Market Place. No hearing date has been set at
this time. Staff is presently evaluating the application for potential traffic impacts at Oak
and 224 and hopes to hear neighborhood concerns before the Planning Commission
considers the application.

3. The following items are scheduled for the October 26 Commission hearing: Panattoni
Industrial Development at Harmony and International; appeal of a Planning Director's
Determination that a dance studio is not consistent with a trade school; proposed
ordinance eliminating the annual renewal for home occupation applications; and
continuation of deliberations on whether two small wetland pockets recently identified at
North Clackamas Park should be protected under city resource zoning.

4. Owners of property on Ochoco and McLoughlin that formerly housed Thomason auto
sales have been notified that non-conforming zoning rights have expired. Staff is working
with property owners’ representatives to resolve the legal status of the properties.
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On Wednesday October 13, 2004, Metro Councilor Park and Council resident Bragdon
introduced a proposal that would reduce the regulatory effect of the proposed Goal 5
program. The proposal would affect the manner in which habitat resources along streams
would be regulated. Staff is seeking additional information from Metro.

Milwaukie’s Riverfront Park has been nominated as a potential project for designation by
Oregon Solutions. The Governor chairs the Board of Directors of Oregon Solutions.
Their mission is to “ develop sustainable solutions to community based problems that
support economic, environmental, and community objectives and are built through the
collaborative efforts of businesses, government, and no profit organizations. JoAnn
Herrigel will be at your October 19" meeting to discuss this project further.

The Rotary sign is now installed on the Riverfront. Thanks go to Kelly Somers and Tony
Hough for completing the installation.

This year’s Solstice Celebration will be December 18" at the Riverfront. Save the date
for music, a bon fire and the Christmas Ships!

Interviews for a Code Compliance specialist will be October 25. Les Hall has been acting
in this position since Steve Campbell left last month. Rob Howell was hired as a
temporary employee to cover parking enforcement.

Staff has distributed copies of Centennial Memories to several downtown businesses for
sale on consignment. To date we have sold about 350 books and expect to recoup the
cost of the printing by Christmas.

| have attached a memo from Stewart Taylor, Finance Director, outlining the impact of the
transition to the consumption based sewer rates. The initial desire was to compare 2001
sewer bills against the last flat rate (during 2000), but the system does not retain
individual billing information that far back. Since the last flat rate is a known quantity, we
adjusted it to reflect rate changes that were applied during 2001, 2002, and 2003. Thus,
the year 2000 flat rate of $36.25 adjusted to 2003 would be $40.72. The adjusted flat rate
was then compared to actual 2003 July-August billings. 54% of the billings were lower
than the adjusted flat rate, and 46% of the billings were more than the adjusted flat rate.
In comparing the adjusted flat rate to the 2004 July-August billings, 51% were lower than
the adjusted flat rate, and 49% were higher than the adjusted flat rate.

| have attached a copy of a letter that | sent this week to County Administrator Jon
Mantay. The intent is both to capture Happy Valley’s present urban service area as well
as to gain advance knowledge of any changes that are proposed. An urban service area
is the uinincorporated area in which a City plans to provide services in the future. It is
important because a local government has standing to appeal an annexation by a city
only if the area annexed is within its actual jurisdiction or its planned urban service area.

The deadline for registering for the LOC without incurring a late fee is October 22. If you
are planning to attend but are not registered, please contact Pat ASAP so that
registration can be completed.

Qwest Decision

On the morning of Wednesday, October 13th the 9th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals ruled against
Qwest in its appeal of the lower court's decision on franchise fees. A three judge panel of the 9th
Circuit ruled in favor of the cities. Qwest could still appeal to the full 9th Circuit. They have not
indicated whether or not they will pursue that course of action. The fees that the City of Milwaukie
have collected will continue to be held in reserve until a final decision. The decision and press
releases are attached.

Mike Swanson reviewed the actual decision and here are his comments:

Now that | have reviewed the actual decision in Qwest v. City of Portland et al, | am not as
convinced that it is a clear victory for cities. It is not a loss in the sense that it did not order cities
to repay the franchise fees collected, but it did not finally determine the federal statue's
applicability to individual city regulations.

The 9th Circuit panel looked at two issues: (1)did the fees violate Section 253(a) of the Federal
Telecommunications Act by having "the effect of prohibiting the provision of telecommunications
services;" and (2)does a fee based on the franchisee's gross revenues violate the requirement of
Section 253(c) that the compensation be "fair and equitable?"

Section 253(a) prohibits any "local statute or regulation . . . or local legal requirement" that "may
prohibit or have the effect of prohibiting the ability of any entity to provide any interstate or
intrastate telecommunications service." The 9th Circuit had previously decided that the federal
law "preempts regulations that not only prohibit outright the ability of any entity to provide
telecommunications services, but also those that may have the effect of prohibiting the provision
of such services." In other words, it developed a two-pronged test that looked at actual and
potential harm. The trial court judge expressly differed with this test--a fact that the 9th Circuit did
not appreciate. ("Like it or not, both we and the district court are bound by our prior ruling." Ouch!)



The 9th Circuit also differed with the trial court on the fact that he did not individually review and
enter findings on each city's regulations. In other words, he broadly found that they did not
actually do harm. Thus, it remanded the case back to him to review each regulation as well as to
correctly apply the test.

In addition, the case leaves hanging an issue that Qwest raised. The regulations set the franchise
fee as a percentage of gross income. Section 253(c) requires that the franchise fee be "fair and
reasonable compensation from telecommunications providers." Qwest argued that :fair and
reasonable" meant that it had to be based on actual costs and not just the percentage of the
gross. The 9th Circuit did not decide the issue because it found that Qwest was precluded from
raising it after having had a previous chance to do so. Thus, the issue is unresolved and available
for another telecommunications provider to raise.

City legal representatives were ecstatic and noted that the decision "left intact the right to impose
revenue-based fees." They further noted that "[t]he scope of the upcoming review by the lower
court has been narrowed significantly." First, the Court did not endorse revenue-based fees. It left
the issue for another plaintiff and another day. Second, a victory would have been an affirmation
of the lower court--not a remand for further factual findings. A Salem City Councilman noted that
"[t]his decision upholds a longstanding principle that private users of city streets must pay fair
compensation for the privilege of using public property." The Court did nothing of the sort. The
federal statute demands "fair" compensation. Again, the Court evaded the issue of whether or not
"fair and reasonable compensation" permits a franchise fee based on gross revenues, or does it
demand a fee based on actual costs.

This was far short of a victory, regardless of what you read in an LOC bulletin or the newspaper.
(It was, however, an interesting battle between the trial court judge and the 9th Circuit panel over
whether the trial court could ignore the appellate court's precedent. The answer to that is, "No
individually.)

We will continue to deposit the money as before and will recommend no changes.

Board sets process to select new director
Storment stint may end in December

District residents interested in an appointment to the School Board will have until
November 8 to complete an application now available from the district.

The Board established the process to replace Carol Storment, the longest-sitting member
who plans to leave the body sometime before Jan. 15. Her term would have ended in June
2005 and she would have needed to win re-election in May 2005. The Board will interview
applicants in November and plans to make a final decision in early December.

A board candidate must be 18 years old, registered to vote, and a resident of the district
for one year. Board members cannot be employed by the district.

Special Education, ELL students get Board's attention

The Board took a look at, in the words of Superintendent Ron Naso, "the great challenge
of our lifetime"

Director of System Performance Craig Nikolai provided an outline of the district's progress
during the past four years in state test scores for Special Education students and English
Language Learners.

He showed that these groups consistently fall below the performance of the district
average.

"There is no magic bullet,” said Nikolai. "It is finding systems that are working" and
reproducing them.

"I don't accept the premise that just because other school districts aren't doing it doesn't
mean we can't do it,"” said Chair Larry Quilliam.

Director Sam Gillispie said the main issue is the lack of funding for schools.

Director Joan Smith pointed out that it is difficult to address the individual needs of
students when there are so many kids in classrooms.

Staff will not be able to do it alone or overnight, Nikolai said. Staff must examine its
practices and work together on how to apply the best practices.

The district is making slow progress in ELL in an area where the population has grown
dramatically.

For Special Education students, the district needs to look at the drop off in performance at
later grades. Staff needs to help students build skills in resource centers rather than just
help with homework.

Milwaukie High Arts Academy gets review

The School Board heard a progress report on plans to open the Milwaukie High Academy
of the Arts.

This fall the school is developing and piloting courses featuring instruction that integrates
subjects within the arts.

The school plans to present a charter proposal to the District in December with the
intention of implementing the new program in 2005-06.

Superintendent's Report

Superintendent Ron Naso:

Citizens Requests
There were three topics covered by several speakers before the School Board.

First, Nancy Yuill spoke to the Board about an alarming increase in the number of homeless
students attending schools. She represented a group supporting improved services for homeless
families. She noted recent surveys outlining the dramatic rise of homeless in the county.

Next, five people discussed the district's practices for introducing new literature to the curriculum.
Four questioned the inclusion of material that includes profanity or adult situations. The author of
one of the books in question discussed the value of the literature and that the paragraphs in
question do not take away from the value of the book. Superintendent Ron Naso commended all
the speakers for expressing eloquent points based on important values.

Finally, five people presented multiple views on the practice of slaughtering sheep in the Animal
Sciences program at the Sabin land lab. A licensed practitioner comes to the school 1-3 times per
year to slaughter the animals. The curriculum has included these practices in some capacity
since the school opened 36 years ago. One parent showed concern for the trauma of the
students as well as the animals. A representative of an animal rights group suggested that the
process used does not follow federal guidelines. Two parents and a student talked about the
value of the program for students and that they would not like to see the practice discontinued.
The school plans to take steps to require parental permission before a student can witness the
slaughter, not allow freshmen to attend the sessions, and include a mention of the practice in the
class description presented to students considering which courses to take.

The Board thanked all those that spoke and said it would take a look at all the issues presented



to them during the evening and promised to respond in a timely manner.

The City Manager and I met recently with a representative of an
organization called “Oregon Solutions”. Oregon Solutions grew out of the
State’s Sustainability Act of 2001. This entity was initially inside the
Executive Branch of Oregon’s state government and then in January of 2002
it became a program of the national Consensus Center at PSU. Oregon
Solutions is considering including our Riverfront Plan project in next years’
group of projects to focus on in the state. They feel that our Riverfront is a
great combination of economic development and environmental issues.

Oregon Solutions promotes a style of community governance based on
collaboration, integration and sustainability.

* They look for projects in the state that address at least one of the
sustainable community objectives (this round they were looking for a
project in the Portland area and one that was on the Willamette...)

* Once a project is selected and announced, the Governor appoints a
“neutral convener” (or Chair) from the local community who can lead
a team to address the challenge. (Brian Newman’s name has been
suggested for this post.)

* A team is assembled of federal, state, local, and other government
entities, businesses, non profits, and citizens who are needed will
contribute to the solution. (I am developing a list of local
stakeholders now.)

* The team looks for an integrated solution that leverages the resources
of the Team to meet the challenge at hand

* Team members sign a declaration of cooperation that commits their
resources and time in an integrated action plan

If we are chosen, and I think we will be, the announcement will be made in
November. A convener will be appointed at that time and then in January
there will be a team visit of the site (possibly including the Governor).



[ am very excited about this and hope that you will be too. If nothing else, it
will bring additional attention to our Riverfront, move us forward through
the planning and into the development stage of this project and potentially
help us mediate the boat ramp issue and maybe.

I will keep you posted on an announcement from the Governor’s office.
