
FRIDAY MEMO 
March 14, 2005 

 
 

1. Pan Pacific Corporation, owner of the Milwaukie Market Place, filed an 
"Intent to Appeal" the City Council's rezoning authorizing commercial 
redevelopment of the residential block on Oak Street opposite the Market 
Place. The appeal would be heard by the Oregon Land Use Board of 
Appeals.  The next steps are somewhat unclear and depend upon Pan 
Pacific’s grounds for appeal, which they have not yet disclosed. 

 
2. The application for the North Clackamas Parks District ball field project 

has been deemed incomplete.  The application will be scheduled for a 
Planning Commission. 

 
3. The March 4 edition of the League of Oregon Cities includes information 

on bills being considered by the Legislature.  There are many that affect 
city interests regarding annexation, land use, Measure 37, parks SDC's, 
and others.  The newsletter is available online at www.orcities.org. See 
the links to Legislative Hometown Voices and Legislative Bulletin. 

 
4. City Attorney Gary Firestone conducted a legal issues training session 

with the Planning Commission on March 8. It covered ex parte 
communications, Oregon Government Standards and Practices Law, and 
Public Meetings law.   

 
5. The Governor's office released a paper on February 28 addressing 

Measure 37 issues.  The paper addresses blanket waivers, the right to 
transfer zoning benefits acquired under a Measure 37 claim, and state 
versus local liability for a Measure 37 claim.  The paper and the State 
Attorney General's opinion upon which it is based are available on the 
State Department of Land Conservation and Development Commission 
website at http://www.lcd.state.or.us/. 

 
6. We have opened an internal recruitment to fill the PIO assignment within 

the Police Department. Monte Sterling will remain a Police Officer but has 
resigned from the PIO assignment.  We are also moving forward to fill a 
vacancy for Utility Worker I created by a resignation. 

 
7. At the March 8 Riverfront Board meeting, board members shared their 

concepts for a Riverfront Park design.  Gill Williams of Atlas Landscape 
Architecture will meet with a subcommittee of the board next week to 
discuss the development of two park concept drawings that the board and 
staff might use as the basis for a public input process over the coming 
months.  Mr. Williams will be donating his time for this process.

Ballot Measure 3-166 Fact Sheet 
 

 
 
Why are the City of Milwaukie and Clackamas Fire District No.1 pursuing annexation? 
 
�� Annexation ensures that Milwaukie’s citizens will receive fire suppression and emergency 

medical response services. 
 

�� The City has contracted with the District for these services for the past seven years, and the 
contract expires in 2008. Through annexation, the City and District will be able to stabilize 
this relationship.  

o Once the contract expires, the City would have to renegotiate the contract with Fire 
District 1.  

o Under annexation the cost of fire protection and emergency medical services 
becomes fixed at no more than the District’s permanent rate of $2.40 per $1,000 
of assessed value. 

 
 
Will annexation increase Milwaukie residents’ taxes? 
 
�� Absolutely not. The ballot measure itself states, “The measure, if approved, will require 

the City to reduce its tax rate in the same amount when it certifies its taxes to the County 
Assessor.” 

 
 
If the taxpayers begin paying the District directly, and the City lowers property taxes 
to make them neutral in the short term, who’s to say a different Council won’t raise 
property taxes in the future? 
  
�� The Measure addresses that very point. The explanatory statement of Measure 3-166 states: 

“Taxes cannot be increased without voter approval.” 
 
 
What are the benefits of annexation? 
 
�� Annexation stabilizes fire and emergency medical services for the citizens of Milwaukie. 
 
�� Annexation would allow City residents to fully participate in CFD1 elections for Board 

members and money measures such as serial levies and bond measures. 
 

�� Annexation helps the Fire District to better plan for long-range capital expenses and service 
requirements.  

 
�� Annexation solidifies the relationship with Fire District 1, which has been serving the 

community for the past seven years. 
o Gives the City greater coverage than what it enjoyed previous to the contract – first 

response to Milwaukie’s citizens doubled from two to four stations. In addition, 
coverage increased from a minimum staffing of six to 13 at any one time. 

o Clackamas Fire retained Milwaukie’s firefighters, many of whom still work their home 
district.  

o CFD1 is Internationally Accredited by the commission of Fire Accreditation 
International.

Is Clackamas Fire District No. 1 part of Clackamas County Government? 
 
�� No. Clackamas Fire is a special district in the State of Oregon that is governed by an 

independently elected Board of Directors.  
o The five Board of Directors that govern Fire District issues are citizens that live inside 

the Fire District. 
o The District’s only job is to provide fire and emergency medical services.

�� CFD1 provides fire, rescue, and emergency medical services to five cities: 

o Milwaukie 
o Oregon City 
o Happy Valley 
o Johnson City 
o Portion of Damascus

�� A workforce of more than 200 employees and volunteers. 
 

�� Second largest fire protection district in Oregon. 
 

�� Serves over 160,000 citizens and 193 square miles.

5. North Clackamas School District - Top Stories 

Staff, volunteers, sponsors make Parent Institute sing  

More than 700 parents, volunteers and children joined together to make the first North Clackamas 
Parent Institute an impressive success.  Plans are already underway to bring back the unique 
event. Evaluations from participants were glowingly positive. And the meals were also a big hit, 
thanks to Outback Steakhouse on 82nd Avenue and the Great Harvest Bread Company in the 
Clackamas Promenade.  More than 30 other sponsors provided financial or in-kind support to 
make the day possible.  More than 24 workshops featuring topics requested by parents were 
available. Most were taught by NC12 staff members who donated their time.  Students made a 
huge difference as they prepared a special web site, stuffed tote bags and helped the day run 
smoothly.  To close the day, visitors could visit with school leaders to discuss important issues, 
such as nutrition in schools, the budget, after-school activities and building needs.  Keynoter Kelly 
Fried spoke on the Love and Logic approach to parenting. Other featured presenters included 
Antonio Ramos and Jim Velez.

Reward upped to $500 for burial book  

North Clackamas Parks and Recreation District is offering a $500 reward for the return of an 
historic document of regional significance.  

The notebook was lost or loaned out in early 2003 and is a valuable piece of property related to 
the Pioneer Cemetery in Milwaukie 
The recreation district is offering the reward in hopes that the book will be returned by a school 
teacher or someone who may have forgotten he or she had borrowed it from the recreation 
district administrative office. It was located on 37th Avenue at the time. 
The notebook is a brown vinyl three-ring binder, about 9 by 12 inches in size, with a collection of 
sheets of paper inside, which gave details and locations of plots relating to the cemetery.

Senior suggests turf for MHS field  

A Milwaukie High School senior brought a suggestion to the School Board to create an all-
weather turf field at the school.  

As her senior seminar experience, Justine Pronovost considered the challenges and advantages 
of bringing an artificial field to Milwaukie.  The longtime soccer player said the MHS field is one of 
the poorest on which she has played.  The cost to replace the current grass would be $552,000 
while artificial turf would cost about $100,000 to $200,000 more.  She said the district would save 
$55,000 each year in maintenance.  It would save money in transportation because soccer teams 
would not need to go to Alder Creek Middle School for practice.  Further, the field would save 
money because it could be rented more often to community groups.  Justine's community 
consultant said other schools in the Three Rivers League have better facilities than Milwaukie.  It 
would take 90 days to install such a field and the field would last 10 years.  

Board members showed interest in the idea, but recognized that it would take a bond or fund-
raising to pay for it.  

Tsunami relief, homework approach draw honors  

The School Board honored a pair of students and a principal last Thursday as representative of 
efforts done by other students and principals.  



"These are representative of the work done by others who do equally impressive work," said 
Superintendent Ron Naso. 
Jordyn and McKenzie Bateman from Oregon Trail Elementary School were honored for leading a 
campaign that raised $5,000 for Mercy Corp. They were nominated by their Principal Frazer 
Boergadine.  Nineteen of the district's schools have provided reports on their activities in 
response to the tsunami effort. Their stories are told on the district web site. Based on the school 
that provided the total, the district has collected more than $25,000.   
Sunnyside Principal Karen Lachman was nominated by Board Chair Larry Quilliam for a program 
to encourage students to complete homework.  Karen asks teachers for a list of student names 
who are behind in their homework. She meets with the students prior to school at a table outside 
the principal's office.  She goes over the homework with them and in some cases has the 
students call home to tell their parents they are not ready for school.

7. Public Safety Meeting - Lead by the Recovery Association Project - 
March 21st 
Note: I received the following email from Alan Levine on behalf of the Recovery Association 
Project.  I am not entirely certain what will be discussed so if you intend to attend I would suggest 
that you call for more information first.   

Dear Housing Advocate, 

The Recovery Association Project has been holding Public Safety meetings in Clackamas 
County. The issue is the rise in property crime and identity theft as a result of the increase in the 
manufacture and use of Methamphetamine in our community.  

There are over 115 contaminated and unoccupied properties in the Portland Metro area and 19 of 
them are in Clackamas County. These properties are condemned because Meth was being 
manufactured at the residence. These dwellings continue to contaminate an area extending a 
football field from the property line. Can you imagine the affect this has on the innocent children 
and families living adjacent to these addresses? 

The lack of available housing was, is and continues to be the main stumbling block for the 
families of men and women in recovery from chemical dependency and alcoholism. It has been 
suggested that a community effort to clean up these properties may provide an incentive for the 
owners to rent to families with histories of homelessness, criminality, addiction and mental illness. 
RAP leaders and our allies in the area believe this can be achieved if the community views in its 
self-interest to investigate this possibility. 

We have had hundreds of conversations and have been working on this issue for almost three 
years. We are about to consider a Public Action and we need your support and collective 
reflection as we decide how to address this very important issue. 

RAP Leaders and other mediating institution leaders have been meeting with county officials in 
an effort to find some solution to the effects this Meth epidemic is having on our families, 
neighborhoods and institutions. It is now time to act. 

This is an open public meeting and we extend an invitation to all citizens who want to support the 
idea that it is not fair to exclude anyone from safe, clean and secure housing.
