
FRIDAY MEMO 
May 6, 2005 

 
1. Code Enforcement has posted a property on SE 55th Ave for abatement.  

The violation on the property was for Debris on Private Property, 
(appliances, couches, etc. being stored in the yard area).  Code 
Enforcement has had a long history with this address and several 
neighbors complaining about the conditions.  We had previously started a 
case on this property, but due to a sale of the property, the entire case 
had to be started over.  Numerous attempts had been made to have the 
owner clean the property.  However Code Enforcement received no 
response from the warning letters that were sent, nor had any work been 
performed to bring the property into compliance.  Code staff finally had no 
option other than to issue a citation to the owner.  The owner contacted 
Code Enforcement after the citation was issued and indicated that he 
would bring the property into compliance.  However, on the court day, the 
property was still in violation and the property owner did not appear for 
court.  The next steps would be abatement should the owner not clean the 
property within the timeline given on the abatement notice. 

 
2. Code Enforcement, in cooperation with the Building and Planning 

Departments, served an Administrative Search Warrant on a property on 
SE 27th Ave.  The violation was that a duplex had been converted to a tri-
plex, with the possibility of a fourth unit also having been added.  All of the 
additions were in violation of our Zoning Ordinance and Building Code.  
This has also been an ongoing violation with the final result being a search 
warrant served on the property and a citation being issued for several 
violations of the Municipal Ordinance. 

 
3. Code Enforcement has also worked an agreement with the Police 

Department to assist with the abandoned vehicle process.  As many of the 
abandoned vehicle complaints get called in to the Code Enforcement 
Department, it would seem to be logical that code enforcement would 
assist in these instances.  The final details are being worked out with the 
Chief. 

 
4. At the request of the Police Chief, Code Enforcement has sent a letter to a 

property on SE Jackson St regarding chronic nuisance activities.  The 
Police Department has had a long history with this property, and the 
criminal activities occurring on this property have triggered our Chronic 
Nuisance Property Ordinance. A meeting is scheduled next week with the 
property owner to determine a course of action to minimize, or eliminate 
the activities that have been occurring on this property. 

 
 

5. On May 17, 2005 Planning will be asking the City Council to authorize 
staff to submit an application for a Transportation and Growth 



Management Grant to fund an update of the City's 1997 Transportation 
System Plan.  The project will better prepare the City to manage expected 
development and to be more competitive in future regional transportation 
funding.   

 
6. Also on May 17, 2005 the Council will be asked to approve an Ordinance 

amending the Milwaukie Comprehensive Plan. The proposed amendment 
acknowledges previous intergovernmental agreements concerning the 
urban services and the Urban Growth Management Area.  The Planning 
Commission approved the proposal at its April 26, 2005 hearing. 

 
7. The Planning Commission will hear the continuation of the Parks District 

ball field proposal on May 10, 2005 at Ardenwald Elementary School. The 
Commission is planning to complete presentations and public testimony.  
May 24, 2005 has been set aside for a Commission decision on the 
application. 

 
8. Staff is working with the Library to minimize disruption to building access 

during construction of the North Main project and to find alternate parking 
due to the loss of the Safeway parking lot.  In addition, staff is working to 
find suitable replacement parking for the Farmer's Market. A progress 
report will be made to Council in June. 

 
9. Pat and Gene Dieringer, owners of the King Road shopping center now 

under construction, have announced that Safeway has committed to 
building a store at their location after a period of uncertainty.  Construction 
is expected to begin soon. 

 
10. Final touches are now being made on new regulations that improve how 

the City governs moving of buildings over city streets.  A public hearing 
with the Council will be likely scheduled for late June or July. 

 
11. As soon as workload allows, staff will solicit comments from the Planning 

Commission and the Design and Landmarks Committee on annual work 
program and projects.  Results will be brought back to the City Council 
immediately thereafter. 

 
12. The Daily Journal of Commerce edition of Monday, April 25, 2005 included 

an article about a new pilot program which “will allow contractors to apply 
and pay for selected statewide permits and to use a search function to 
identify the appropriate building department” to which they should apply. 
The six participating jurisdictions are: Beaverton, Hillsboro, Milwaukie, 
Portland, Washington County, and Clackamas County.  

 
13.  The April 29, 2005 LOC Legislative Bulletin included an alert on HB 3353, 

which would drastically alter State law on franchise fees. The bill severely 
limits the ability of local jurisdictions to franchise telecom and cable TV. It 



would eliminate franchise fees on cable TV, narrow franchise collections 
on telecom providers, and put PEG access at risk. If you have not 
contacted your Representative, you might keep this legislation in mind 
should the opportunity to discuss it arise. 

 
14. Good news on the Homeland Security grant front! It appears that the 

City’s application for grant funds will be approved in the amount of 
$107,000. Among the approved requests are: new building security 
system; some new 800Mhz radios; and $66,000 to fund upgrades to our 
Emergency Operations Center. We are awaiting the actual IGAs.

Cemetery Association Minutes 
Meeting Minutes—April 30, 2005—  
Membership Meeting  
  
1. In attendance—Madalaine Bohl, Board/Historical Soc./Museum Rep.; Dolly   
Macken-Hambright, sec/treas.; Rob Hambright, Board member; Jim Wiley, Sr.   
Trustee, and Bruce Polone, guest.  
 
2. Minutes from previous meeting approved.  
 
3. Bruce Polone (503-654-4595 or 1-541-729-5740) was our guest on hand to discuss 
headstone/monument restoration and repair. He had done a walk-through of our grounds and 
determined we have about 50 stones in need of work, but otherwise we are in “fairly good shape”. 
He has done work for both the Eugene Pioneer Cemetery and the Masonic Cemetery in Eugene 
and shared some photos of completed projects using an epoxy/mortar product which he claims is 
an approved method for solidifying “rocky” or fallen stones.  He discussed funding a restoration 
project and advised his charges range from $35-$100 per stone depending on size, with an 
additional $50 if the stone has to be lifted back onto the base, for which he has a hoist and other 
specialized equipment. Jim Wiley, Sr. will follow up with him to have him set up and 
demonstrate fixing one stone per day over the 3-day Memorial Day weekend so folks can 
see the methods used and become acquainted with the process. This will also be our test 
case to see if we wish to pursue having Mr. Polone do additional work over time and should cost 
us a maximum of only $300.00.  
 
4. It was decided that since we have heard nothing regarding the Burial Book return, we will ask 
Keith Neubauer, member, to look into possible legal action regarding its loss, should he be 
available and interested in doing so.  
 
5. The treasurer’s report indicated we have slightly over $2000.00 in the treasury. It was decided 
that we will see how any headstone work goes over Memorial Day weekend, and should we have 
funds in excess of $1000.00 after that and possibly other work is done, we may open a savings 
account.   
 
6. Our entire collection of Burial Permits and Receipts for Plots have been scanned by computer 
and are available on CD (.JPG format). It was agreed that we can provide a full CD copy for a 
donation of $35 from members and $50 from non-members. The original documents are in the 
donated Bank of the West safe deposit box.  
 
7. There was no feedback from the group regarding the most recent newsletter mailed in April.  
 
8. Mark will check with Tim Keller, the aspiring Eagle Scout who has removed the benches 
from the cemetery in order to replace them with new ones. We are hopeful that this project 
will be done by this Memorial Day. Scouts are scheduled for a clean-up day between our 
regular clean-up days due to a scheduling conflict.  
 
9. The next clean-up days are scheduled for May 7th and May 21st from 9AM-3PM for both days. 
Jim said food for those dates that go until 3:00PM has been arranged. He and Mark will 
decide who will bring what. Jim will bring the donation jar just in case we have guests 
during the clean-up days. 
 
10. Dolly has followed up with two electricians regarding installation of a meter at the  
cemetery, however neither has agreed to take on the project as a donation. The major cost will be 
the meter and post to get electricity across 17th Ave. We are open to suggestions on this project.  
 
 



11. The Memorial Day event was planned and Jim and Dolly will be at the cemetery for all three 
days of that weekend. Other folks will drop in as they can to help out, however there is no set 
schedule. We will have clipboards, forms and pens on hand for anyone who wishes to give us 
follow-up family information during that weekend, as well as the Historical Society book about the 
cemetery which came out last year. Mark agreed to get permission from MPD to use a small 
cannon at the flag-raising and lowering ceremonies and has found someone to donate the 
use of same. Mark will install an open tent as we used last year. Jim will check with the 
VFW and American Legion regarding flags for the veteran graves. Dolly will check into 
having a porta-potty placed at the site. The Pilot and the Oregonian have agreed to run articles 
inviting regarding our Memorial Day. Madalaine will provide Dolly with a list of local churches 
so we can send a letter inviting their congregations to our non-denominational Memorial 
Day event. Each person on hand for the weekend to man the tent will provide his own food and 
beverages as desired.  
 
12. April 30, in the morning, we were once again visited by the Audubon Society. Dolly met the 
group and handed out our FAQ’s and answered a few questions. Mirra Meyers, OHCA, said that 
there is a project afoot to combine historical cemeteries and other groups such as the Society for 
tours, etc. in order to promote further awareness of these historical landmarks (outdoor 
museums).  
 
13. Mark will set the date for the next Board meeting as his work schedule allows and 
advise members.  
Meeting adjourned.

Meet Your Library Pioneer: 
Melvil Dewey 

This American librarian invented the decimal library 
classification system and founded the American 
Library Association. 
Melvil Dewey was born in Adams Center, New York, in 
1851. The youngest of five children, Melvil grew up in 
poverty. His father worked as a storekeeper and boot 
maker; his humorless mother imbued him with the 
principles of hard work and frugality. Many who knew 
Dewey later in life would say that his mother might 
 have also been responsible for the self-righteousness 
that Dewey often displayed. Putting himself through 
school, Dewey graduated from Amherst College in 
1874 and worked in that institution’s library for two 
years after his graduation. Melvil moved to Boston in 
1876, where he became the champion of several 
reform movement causes – conversion to the metric 
system, temperance and standardization of spelling. In 
1883, Dewey was hired as librarian of Columbia 
College in New York City. His tenure at Columbia was 
fraught with controversy and he resigned under 
pressure in 1889. Though accomplishing much in his 
time at Columbia, Dewey’s lack of people skills 
alienated many of the people with whom he worked.  
Melvil Dewey will be best remembered for his 
classification system – a simple effective way of 
arranging library materials. He passed away in Florida 
on the day after Christmas in 1931 and was buried in 
Lake Placid, New York.
