Next week is a busy week with a Council work session and regular meeting
Tuesday evening, a Budget Committee meeting Wednesday evening, and the
opening of the Artrain exhibit Thursday evening. | have attached both the Artrain
flyer and the press release that has just gone out re that event (note especially
the very cool letterhead on the press release). Councilor Collette, many
volunteers, and City staff (especially Alex Campbell) have worked hard to put this
event together in record time.

Upcoming Lake Road Neighborhood Association events: Volunteers will be
planting flowers at Century Park on May 13 at 10:30 a.m. followed by a general
park clean-up on May 21 at 10 a.m. Century Park is located at 35th and
Sellwood.

On Friday May 12 at 9 am, the Center/Community Advisory Board (C/CAB) will
meet to discuss recommendations from the C/CAB Ad-hoc Naming Committee
for a new name for the Milwaukie Center. The ad-hoc group has met since
February to discuss potential names for the center. This group considered the
following criteria:

e The name needs to fit what we do, or not potentially narrow our mission

e The name needs to encompass all areas we serve, or not limit what areas
we serve

e The name should not be after a person and

e Consider the name an acronym

The CCAB will forward any proposed recommendation to the Milwaukie Park
Board. PARB would then send this recommended name change to the affected
neighborhoods for input before forwarding a recommendation on to City Council
for its approval. Because the North Clackamas Parks and Recreation District
operate this facility, the District Advisory Committee and the Board of County
Commissioners would also review the proposed name before it is adopted.

The Farmers Market will begin on Sunday May 14, and the City's new improved
community booth will be there! Staff is looking for folks to staff the booth for one
or two shifts each Sunday. Please contact Beth Ragel if you can help out at the
booth.



The Milwaukie Park Board recently voted to change its meeting times from 6:00
P.M. on the fourth Tuesday of the month to 7:30 A.M. on that same Tuesday of
the month. Staff looks forward to one less night meeting!

Teams of staff from Community Services, Planning, Community Development
and Engineering have attended 6 of the neighborhood meetings to date to
discuss street maintenance funding. In addition, flyers were distributed to all
Down To Earth Day attendees on May 6. Attached is the schedule of upcoming
meetings at which the presentation will be given and events at which fliers will be
distributed. Also attached are the public outreach materials staff is using at these
meetings. Input from each of these meetings is being collated and will be
distributed to Council as the meetings wind up. Staff will attend a work session in
June to update Council on the input we've received.

We currently are recruiting for either a Civil Engineer or an Associate Engineer.
We also have two temporary positions open. Those are a Finance Intern and a
Transportation Liaison. There are two internal recruitments open this week for a
Utility Worker | in Streets and a Utility Worker 1l in Water.

There are two attachments from the Police Department. One is a report on the
disabled parking enforcement program. Volunteers staff the program and issue
tickets to violators. As you can see from the report, they are doing a great job of
enforcing the law. The second is a letter from the State DMV responding to a
request from the Chief to take action regarding the licensing of individuals who
received fraudulent addresses. One result of the fraudulent activity is the growing
area of identity theft. The Chief and the Department have assumed an active role
in working to prevent this “growth industry.”

Ronde bring traveling art train featuring Native American art to
metropolitan area.

Milwaukie, OR — Artrain USA, the nation’s only traveling art museum on a train,
and its nationally touring art exhibition, Native Views: Influences of Modern
Culture, will be opening in Milwaukie May 19™ The public can tour the museum
train, located on a railroad spur at 26™ Avenue off Harrison Street in Milwaukie,
from noon until 5 p.m. on Friday the 19" and from 10 a.m. until 5 p.m. on
Saturday May 20" and Sunday May 21°. Artrain USA added Milwaukie to its
West Coast tour when the city jumped at the opportunity to fill a gap in the train’s
schedule. The Milwaukie visit — the only Oregon visit except for Medford — is co-
sponsored by the Confederated Tribes of the Grand Ronde and the City of
Milwaukie. Additional support is provided by the Kinsman Foundation,
Providence Milwaukie Hospital, Bernard’s Garage, KemperCo LLC, Wieden +
Kennedy, Bob’s Red Mill and Quintana Galleries.

Artrain USA offers an entertaining, educational and informative experience for
visitors of all ages. While on board vintage rail cars, visitors can tour the three art
galleries, watch artists at work and purchase original works of art or souvenirs
from the museum gift shop. Kids of all ages can participate in an exhibition
“Scavenger Hunt.” The museum is open Friday morning and all day Monday to
school groups by appointment.

Native Views is a contemporary Native American art exhibition touring coast to
coast onboard Artrain USA. Native Views explores the many commonalties
Native and non-Native people share.

“The Confederated Tribes of Grand Ronde are extremely pleased to help make
this event available for our fellow Oregonians,” said Cheryle Kennedy, Tribal



Chairwoman. "It's an invaluable opportunity to celebrate the talent, creativity and
diversity of Native American artists.

American art while examining varying perspectives on society. Guest curator,
Joanna Bigfeather (Western Cherokee and Mescalero Apache) redefines Native
art by broadening the limits and confronting the stereotypes that currently define
it.

The
Portland Art Museum has work by some of these artists in our collection. This is
a great show for the metropolitan area.”
