August 11, 2006

This Friday Memo will be the last during August. Publication of the Friday Memo
will resume in September.

The Citizens Advisory Council for Clackamas County Service District #1 will be
very busy developing its recommended strategic plan for wastewater treatment.
The plan is scheduled to be delivered to the Board of County Commissioners no
later than September 30, 2006. The plan is critical to Milwaukie’s future, both as
it speaks to the future provision of wastewater treatment services as well as the
future of the Kellogg Treatment Plant. The next meeting of the CAC is Monday,
August 14, 2006 at 6:30 P.M. at 9101 SE Sunnybrook, Suite 441. For further
information and minutes  from past  meetings, log on to
www.co.clackamas.or.us/wes/citizenmin.htm.

On Tuesday August 8th, the Planning Commission approved the Walker
Subdivision in the Linwood neighborhood. The application proposed to subdivide
a lot that spans between Linwood Avenue on the west to SE 64th Avenue on the
east, and create four residential lots. Planning Commission approved the
application with several conditions, including construction of sidewalks and street
improvements on Linwood Avenue, SE 63rd and SE 64th Avenues. Once the lots
are created, any development will be subject to the R-7 zoning regulations.

News from the Wastewater Division: New hire: Nick Manriquez. Crews are
cleaning and inspecting mainlines and the quarterly testing of emergency
equipment: Generator, Telemetry completed.

News from the Stormwater Division: New hire: Jim Grippin and temporary hire:
Mike Cunningham (Tony’s position). Crews are cleaning catchbasins and
cleaning and inspecting drywells. Summer help is clearing detention ponds of
vegetation and stenciling catchbasins.

The contractor has completed installation of the rock on the Library fountain and
the lights are in the pond.

Facilities is currently working on installation of an ADA ramp at the Library Pond
House. Tyler Gillette is now working half time in facilities; he will be assisting
Willie with various facility projects.



Work began on the first portion of the Library Parking Lot Expansion project,
which is to install the new stormline. Our contractor, Greg Schroeder
Enterprises, is doing this portion of the project and expects to have the stormline
completed by Wednesday, August 16". The second phase of the project will be
to construct the new sidewalk on the North end of the parking lot. The project will
be done in phases to minimize the impact on the parking lot. An outline of the lot
when completed is included as an attachment to this memo.

The Street Department has a new member--Scott Pierce. The Sign Department
has completed all School signage changes and is working on pavement marking.
The paving crew has been hot patching throughout the City of Milwaukie and is
about to start the crack sealing maintenance.

Jason Rice started as an associate engineer on Monday, July 31st.

The McLoughlin Blvd project is completed, and the City has installed temporary
signs on both ends of the project thanking ODOT and the Federal Highway
Administration for making the project a reality.

The streetscape improvements project for N. Main Village was awarded for to
Kodiak Benge in February. Work on the first part of the improvements, electrical
under-grounding on Main Street from Scott St. to Jackson St. was completed in
March. The sidewalk and street improvements are well underway (Main, Harrison
and 21% St) should be completed by the end of October. The City agreed with
the developer of N. Main Village to fund adjacent, off-site public utility and street
improvements using a combination of user fees and grant and loan funds.

David Evans & Associates have completed a first draft of a plan for the first
phase of the Lake Rd multimodal project. The Engineering Department and
Community Services will hold an Open House on August 14 at City Hall
Conference Room to review the scope of the project. Federal and City
resources will provide $3.8 million to install sidewalks, curbs and drainage as well
as pavement overlay. This is about half of needed resources to improve the
entire length of the project from 21 Ave to almost the 224 interchange. Design
is expected to be complete in 2007 and construction should start in 2008.

Phase 2 of the Lake Rd waterline replacement project was awarded in July to Bill
Booker Construction. The project will replace old worn out waterline between
Oatfield and 37" Avenue. Please contact Brenda Schleining at 503-786-7602 for
further information.

Sidewalk and roadway improvements for 42" Avenue from Olsen to Johnson
Creek Blvd are under construction by D&D Concrete. The project is partially
funded with a grant from the ODOT bike and pedestrian program. About 60% of
the project is funded by street and storm. Please contact Brenda Schleining at
503-786-7602 for further information.



On August 15, City Council will act on a recommendation to approve an IGA with
Clackamas County. This is a Community Development Block Grant award for
pedestrian crossing improvements at 37" St and the railroad and at Oak St. and
the railroad. Construction should take place next spring.

Council Activities Week of August 11, 2006

Last week | had an opportunity to travel along with Mike Swanson, Jim Knapp
(Chair of the CAC) and others to Edmonds and Seattle to look at sewage
treatment. You may not think this would be an adventure you might want but the
fact is 90% of how you get things done is by building relationships. Jim Knapp is
amazingly knowledgeable and exhaustedly researches every aspect of water
service and waste water treatment. While | do not always agree with his decision
process | can assure you he is working hard trying to make a decision that will
benefit users. We visited Seattle’s plant which was huge as you can imagine
serving all of Seattle and a plant similar in size to Kellogg. There are a couple of
issues | think are very important and it has to do with standards. Edmonds plant
standard is “no smell beyond the walls”. Last night | drove past the plant on my
way back from a great neighborhood picnic in Island Station Neighborhood and
the odor beyond the walls was very strong. How do they maintain their standard?
One way they do it is they take all the moisture out of the waste and they burn it.
No treatment plant in Oregon has been issued a permit to burn their waste. The
entire treatment plant is also contained within buildings and the air is scrubbed
multiple times before it escapes. Can the Kellogg plant be enclosed? Yes it can
but how tall would the building need to be? The Seattle plant is over 63 acres at
the surface and another % of that below ground. They spent 10 million in native
plants alone to satisfy the many groups involved in the development of their
plant. What did I learn from this trip? | learned we have a long way to go and
whether it stays or is removed Milwaukie has a lot to say about what happens
even though we are not at the table. | would like to be able to go to the County
Commissioners with a plan that all of us can agree upon. Is it possible? We have
a long way to go. Finally what | want is a decision made, | am tired of all the
studies, and it's about time that once and for all that decision is made. Are we
talking about a difference of a couple of bucks?

Milwaukie Riverfest was a great event and at the next Council meeting the
Farmers Market will be presenting JoAnn with a check for the donations we
received from those attending the fireworks. Now the financials are almost done
and they do not look good for the event thanks to the heat and other factors but
Ed Zumwalt did an amazing job getting sponsors. The Riverfest cost about
$30,000 to put on and if you added staff time and the police it probably cost
$50,000. We need to take another look at this event and how we can make it
more successful. Soon we will be getting together to discuss this subject. Please
if you have time and suggestions please submit them to the Mayor’s office or Ed
Zumwalt before the end of August. Again thank you Ed and all the many
volunteers for their outstanding hard work and thank you Councilors Joe Loomis,
Deborah Barnes, and Carlotta Collette.
