
 

FRIDAY MEMO 
March 16, 2007 

 
 
1. February was another record-setting circulation month for the Milwaukie 

Ledding Library.  Thanks to our patrons for making this possible. (See 
attachment 1 -- February Library Stats) 

2. Greg Chaimov, Ledding Library Board Chair, received good news this week.  
The Oregon Council for the Humanities granted Milwaukie’s application for an 
appearance by the State’s Poet Laureate Lawson Inada.  We understand it 
was a competitive selection process, so the Library is quite honored to have 
been chosen.  Staff and Board members will begin working on the details of 
Prof. Inada’s visit next week, so watch this memo for the date and location.  
Oregon’s Poet Laureate Program is a collaborative project of the State’s five 
cultural partners – Oregon Arts Commission, Oregon Council for the 
Humanities, Oregon Heritage Commission, Oregon Historical Society, and the 
State Historic Preservation Office. 

3. The Ledding Library will be collecting Food for Fines during National Library 
Week, April 15 – 21, 2007.  Each can of food is worth $0.50 toward your fine 
for overdue materials – but not toward lost items.  All food will be donated to 
our local Oregon Food Bank, so it will be going directly to people in our 
community. 

4. To help patrons avoid overdue fines in the future a new service has been 
added that allows renewals by phone when the Ledding Library is closed.  
Call 503.659.8634 and press “1” to connect with Telecirc.  You will be 
prompted to enter your library card and PIN number plus the title or barcode 
of the item(s) you wish to renew.  Online renewal is available at 
http://www.lincc.org.    

5. The annual Friends of the Ledding Library Plant Sale is fast approaching! It 
will be held the day before Mother’s Day, May 12th from 8:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. 
at the Library Pond House located at 2215 SE Harrison Street.  The Friends 
will be collecting all shapes and sizes of pots and starts of any perennials, 
annuals, houseplants or seedlings you might have.  Just drop them off at the 
Pond House and let us know if they need to be repotted.  All proceeds from 
the sale will go directly to the Ledding Library.  If you have questions, please

6. The March 27, 2007 Planning Commission meeting has been cancelled.  The 
next meeting will be April 10 when the Commission will hold a public hearing 
on an application for the alteration of a nonconforming use for the property 
located at 11153 SE 21st Avenue. 



7. The City is updating its Transportation System Plan, and staff hopes residents 
will take our online survey and help inform our transportation priorities. The 
12-question survey takes about 15 minutes to complete and is available 
online through March 21, 2007. The survey is posted on the City’s homepage 
at  www.cityofmilwaukie.org <http://www.cityofmilwaukie.org>. 

8. The Clackamas County Service District #1 Site Selection Committee will hold 
its first meeting on April 5 tentatively scheduled to begin at 6:30 p.m.  At 
recent meeting, the Milwaukie City Council selected Council President Susan 
Stone as its representative.
