2. The Ardenwald/Johnson Creek and Hector Campbell Neighborhood
Associations are sponsoring the annual Ardenwald Park Summer Reading
Program starting July 3. Children of all ages are invited to join neighborhood
volunteers at the park from 10 a.m. until noon every Tuesday in July. The
program is free, and organizers ask that an adult accompany the children.
The North Clackamas RecMobile will be there, and Sherri Campbell will be
giving free ukulele lessons to interested kids. Ukuleles will be available to
use for the lessons. Ardenwald Park is located on Roswell Street across from
Ardenwald Elementary School.

3. City offices and the Ledding Library will be closed on Wednesday, July 4 in
observance Independence Day.

4. There will be a special three-hour Scott Park concert on Wednesday July 4™.
Bring the family and enjoy the soul and R&B sounds of Everyday People.
Pack a picnic lunch, stop by one of our downtown restaurants, or buy pizza
and other refreshments at the concert. Scott Park is located next to the
Ledding Library at 10660 SE 21°" Avenue. These free concerts begin at noon
and run through August 29.

5. The Friends of the Ledding Library Book Sale last weekend was a great
success netting almost $12,500. The group really appreciates those who
supported the fundraiser by purchasing raffle tickets, books, and other items
as well as the many volunteers who helped with the event. To read more
Library news see attachment 1.

6. JoAnn Herrigel, Community Services Director, is working with the Library
Board and others interested in Scott Park to determine how best to modify the
fountain located north of the Library parking lot. The fountain was built with
funds donated by Lewis and Alice Measure in 1979 and hosts a memorial
plaque dedicated to the Measures. The fountain has been in disrepair for
many years and has become an attractive nuisance due to its location in the
park. ldeas under consideration are rearranging the park fence to prevent
pedestrian movement behind the fountain and dismantling the fountain, and
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reusing the stones to create a bench or other memorial for the Measures in a
better location.

7. The 74™ Legislative Assembly adjourned Thursday with a couple of bills
passing that will significantly impact Milwaukie. Rep. Carolyn Tomei
commented in her Sine Die E-Update of June 28 on the SE Portland to
Milwaukie Light Rail Expansion. “Bringing the MAX line through SE Portland
to Milwaukie has been a top priority of mine. The Southeast Metropolitan
Extension Project will connect fast-growing areas in downtown Portland,
South Waterfront, Southeast Portland neighborhoods, and Milwaukie. This
week we were able to secure $250 million in lottery bonding for this project.
The timing is perfect — one dollar in lottery funds will be matched with more
than two dollars in federal transportation dollars. With the projected
population growth, the costs of traffic congestion, and the economic
development opportunities that light rail brings, the Southeast Metropolitan
Extension Project makes good sense. | was pleased to champion this issue
through the legislature and claim victory for this important project.”

In another long-anticipated decision the Legislature approved a bill that allows
photo radar and red light enforcement in Milwaukie, Gladstone, and Oregon
City. Rep. Carolyn Tomei carried HB 2466 to the House where it passed 47 —
8, and Sen. Kate Brown carried it to the Senate where it passed 21 — 9. With
both Hwy 224 and 99E going through it, Milwaukie has some very challenging
intersections, so with these tools the City hopes to make its streets safer for
pedestrians, bicyclists, and motorists. The City will begin implementing the
programs this year that includes a public information campaign.

8. For the last eight months the City has been updating its Transportation
System Plan (TSP). Over 100 citizens have participated in a series of in-
depth working groups looking at all modes of transportation in the City. The
groups have identified policies and projects that will improve Milwaukie's
transportation system--from bike routes to sidewalks to freight movement. A
public Open House will be held on Thursday July 12th from 5:30 to 8:00pm at
Milwaukie High School (11300 SE 23rd Ave) to display the recommendations
and plans. Representatives from the Working Groups and the Advisory
Committee will be there answer questions about their recommendations and
project staff will be on hand to address technical and policy questions.

Adoption of the updated TSP is a process that will require public hearings
before both the Planning Commission and City Council. The City Council will
hold a public hearing on the final TSP in December 2007, and make the final
decision to adopt the updated plan.

9. Community Services Director JoAnn Herrigel announced a vacancy on the
Milwaukie Park and Recreation Board. If you're interested in playing an
important role in the development of City parks and programs check out the
City website at http://www.ci.milwaukie.or.us/committees/parb.html or e-mail JOAnn at
herrigelJ@ci.milwaukie.or.us.
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10.The Sunday Farmers’ Market is in high gear with lots of local produce, artisan
breads and cheeses, meats and seafood, crafts, and plants and cut flowers.
Its a family-friendly place to meet your neighbors while supporting local
farmers and artists. Listen to live music while enjoying great food like
authentic Mexican and Thai, German sausages, omelets, crab cocktails,
pastries, BBQ, and lots more. The Market is open every Sunday from now
through October in the parking lot across from City Hall. The hours are 9:30
a.m. to 2 p.m., and there’s plenty of free parking. Dogs and cats are welcome
if well behaved.

Library Board’s Work Plan
Presented To City Council

The Ledding Library Board is comprised of seven
citizens who live in the Milwaukie area and is chaired
by Greg Chaimov. It is the Board’s responsibility to
advise the Milwaukie City Council on the needs of
library users. Each year, the Library Board puts
together a work plan and reviews it with the City
Council. In the work plan, the Board lists its
accomplishments for the previous year and states the
goals that it would like to achieve in the future. During
the past year, the Board formed a Foundation that will
raise and administer funds for a future library
expansion; planned and promoted a commemoration of
the Oregon poet William Stafford; distributed
“welcoming bags” (containing gift certificates, library
card applications, etc.) to the residents of North Main
Village; advocated for library patrons on parking and
traffic issues; applied for and was awarded a visit by
the current Oregon Poet Laureate, Lawson Inada, and
monitored the development of a DVD that describes
the Library’s services. From this list of
accomplishments, it is clear that the Library Board is a
focused, energetic group. Not content to rest, however,
the Board has a list of priorities for the coming year.
These are to: plan and implement a library lecture
series featuring poets and authors who will read from
and discuss their works; participate in the formulation
of the city’s Transportation System Plan; develop a
fundraising strategy for long-term library needs and
aspire to achieving 100% Board participation in the
Friends of the Library’s Plant Sale and Book Sale.

More Talent Than Paris:
A Blonde Retrospective

Ledding Library has many DVDs with great performances by
fair-haired actresses, past and present:

Marilyn Monroe: A tragic, still intriguing American icon,
Marilyn was also an underrated actress. Ledding owns two
good examples of her musical talent and comedic

chops.

Gentlemen Prefer Blondes(1953): Based on the hit Broadway
musical, Marilyn and Jane Russell are “two little girls from
Little Rock” singing their way across the ocean on a cruise
filled with eligible and loaded men. This film was directed by
the great Howard Hawks.

The Seven Year Itch(1955): The great Tom Ewell is hilarious
as a faithful husband who is tempted to stray when Marilyn
moves in downstairs and his family is away. This charming
and sentimental comedy was directed by Billy Wilder.

Grace Kelly: One of Alfred Hitchcock’s “ice blond” actresses,
Miss Kelly had some memorable performances before she
married her prince and moved to Monaco.

Rear Window(1954) : The master of suspense, Alfred
Hitchcock created this great portrait of voyeurism and
murder. Jimmy Stewart plays a reporter wheel chair bound
due to an accident. To pass the time, he observes his
neighbors across a courtyard and begins to suspect that one
of them has murdered his wife. Grace plays his society
girlfriend whose bravery helps solve the crime.

High Noon (1952): Gary Cooper won an Oscar for his
portrayal as a town marshal forced to face an old foe on the
eve of his retirement. Kelly plays his young wife who urges
him to flee, as the town deserts him. A western with morality
directed by Fred Zinnemann.

Eva Marie Saint: This talented actress is still working today.
Her characters have a cool or quiet demeanor over an
incredible inner strength.

North by Northwest(1959): Another Hitchcock gem with Cary
Grant playing a hapless advertising executive who is
mistaken for a government agent. Ms. Saint plays the
mysterious women he meets on a train. Look for a thrilling
chase scene on Mt. Rushmore.

On the Waterfront (1954): Marlon Brando, in one of his
greatest performances, plays a dockworker who stands up
against a corrupt union boss, endangering his life. Eva Marie
Saint plays the girl who supports him.
