A weekly update on Milwaukie happenings
February 19, 2010

1. Utility customers will begin seeing a temporary wastewater surcharge on their
bills beginning in March. The residential surcharge, adopted by the City
Council on February 2, will be calculated by multiplying the WINTER
AVERAGE shown on customer's bills by $1.00. The commercial surcharge
will be calculated by multiplying each ccf (100 cubic feet of water) used by
$1.00. The surcharge will raise money to bolster the City's Wastewater fund
given the financial uncertainties brought on by Clackamas County's
cancellation of Milwaukie's treatment services contract last summer.

2. At a February 18 emergency meeting, the City Council approved a settlement
agreement with Clackamas County outlining a process to resolve the
outstanding issues regarding prior and future provision and pricing of
wholesale wastewater treatment services. Parties agreed they would not
initiate legal action against one another and would rely on a dispute resolution
process to resolve the outstanding issues of a short-term wholesale sewer
service rate for August 1, 2009 through June 30, 2012 and any outstanding
true-up issues. The City and County will negotiate a long-term wholesale
treatment services contract by June 30, 2010.

At the next regular session meeting of the City Council on March 2, 2010, the
City Council will take testimony to hear community concerns and objectives
that Milwaukie citizens would like taken into consideration during the
negotiations.

3. City Council addressed a pressing need at its February 16, 2010 meeting
when it authorized the Interim City Manager to sign a six-month contract with
Andrew Parks to act as the City’s Interim Finance Director. Parks has more
than 25 years of experience in local government and professional services
and has a wealth of public sector experience. He has served as a city
administrator, an assistant city manager, a chief financial officer and as a
finance director. Parks has served the City of Bremerton, Washington, the
City of Madras, Oregon, and the City of Bend, Oregon.

Parks comes highly recommended by the other city finance directors in the
region that were contacted as part of the search and by others who have
worked with him in the past, including two current Milwaukie directors. Two
other candidates were identified through the search process and were
interviewed for the position.

“Mr. Parks brings great experience and strong technical skills that are going
to be tremendous assets to the City’'s Finance Department and the
organization as a whole,” Interim City Manager Pat DuVal said. Parks will hit
the ground running — he’ll begin work finalizing the 2007/2008 and 2008/2009
financial reports and audits, support the implementation of the temporary
wastewater surcharge, and help prepare the 2010/2011 budget for adoption.

. Atits 5:30 p.m. work session on February 16 the Milwaukie City Council head
updates from staff on the proposed Strategic Investment Zone and the Lake
Road Phase 2 Appropriations Request. The consultants for the 2010 South
Downtown Planning effort, Walker Macy/LMN Architects introduced
themselves and gave a brief overview. Boy Scout Troop 259 sponsored by
Milwaukie Lutheran Church presented the Colors at the regular session, and
Mayor Ferguson read a proclamation naming the month of February 2010 as
National Scouting Month in the City of Milwaukie. Members of the Milwaukie
High School Orchestra and Band announced the annual Spaghetti Serenade
on February 18. There were two public hearings on Tuesday. The first
hearing had to do with municipal code amendments related to the Kellogg
Treatment Plant site and was continued to the regular session of March 16.



In the second hearing the City Council approved a zone change from R-10
Residential to R-7 Residential for an undeveloped lot at Bowman and Brae
Streets in the Lake Road Neighborhood. In *“other business” Council
approved a personal services agreement with Andy Parks, GEL Oregon, for
interim finance director services.

City Council work sessions and regular sessions are streamed live from the
City’s website, and archived meetings are available for viewing as well. The
archived videos and action minutes are available the morning after the
meeting.
