February 26, 2010 

1. Call for sculptors!  The City Hall Sculpture Garden will be the first permanent 
art garden in the City of Milwaukie.  Located on the south lawn of City Hall 
and adjacent to Jackson Street, the Milwaukie Sculpture Garden will provide 
a beautiful and interesting feature for transit riders and downtown visitors.  
This exciting project will be constructed in May-June of 2010 in conjunction 
with the re-construction of Jackson Street. Sculpture pieces will be installed in 
July-August depending on artists’ schedules and coordination with the 
Jackson Street project. Gardens by Rebecca was selected to create the 
garden design. 
Sculptors who are interested in being considered for the Garden exhibit can 
obtain information from Beth Ragel at 503.786.7568 or send a resume and 
300 dpi .jpg files representative of their work to the Milwaukie Arts Committee 
c/o City Hall at 10722 SE Main St Milwaukie, Or 97222.  Materials must be 
received by April 12, 2010 at 5:00 PM.  

2. The City of Milwaukie and TriMet are partnering on a federal “stimulus” 
project that will rebuild the Jackson Street streetscape between Main Street 
and 21st Avenue to improve the area for transit users and the general public.  
You may have noticed trees were removed this past weekend, but you will not 
see construction beginning until May.  The trees were removed early so 
nesting birds would not be disturbed later in the spring.  Many of the trees 
were directly under power lines and had been damaged by pruning, and 
some were pushing up the sidewalk making for a dangerous situation.  The 
project will plant a total of 16 new trees more appropriate for the location. 

3. You can drop off your unwanted electronics including computers, monitors, 
keyboards, mice, printers, faxes, DVD/VCR players, CD players, TVs, and 
more at the Sabin-Schellenberg Center, 14450 SE Johnson Road in 
Milwaukie.  The drop site is open Friday, February 26, from 9 a.m. to 2:30 
p.m. and Saturday, February 27, from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m.  These items have 
been banned from landfills since January 1, so this is a great opportunity to 
clean out your garage.  Participants are encouraged to make a $10 donation 
to help support Sabin-Schellenberg.  For details see attachment 1.
