April 2, 2010 

1. Save these dates.

• Milwaukie Farmers’ Market opening day, Sunday, May 9 

2. Dispose of prescription drugs safely.  In partnership with the Providence 
Milwaukie Hospital pharmacy team, the Milwaukie Police Department will host 
a prescription drug turn-in day on Saturday, April 10 from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. at 
the Public Safety Building, 3200 SE Harrison Street.  The event will allow 
citizens to anonymously drop off unneeded or expired prescription drugs for 
safe disposal and keep them out of landfills and our waterways.  This event is 
part of Providence Milwaukie Hospital’s Community Health in Motion 
program. 

3. Downtown Cleanup Saturday, April 17.  Celebrate the 40th Anniversary of 
Earth Day and participate in the global days of service by joining the Historic 
Milwaukie Neighborhood and businesses in cleaning up the downtown area.  
The work party will be from 9 a.m. to noon with the gathering point in front of 
City Hall, 10722 SE Main.  For more information contact Dion at

4. Census Assistance.  The Ledding Library is one of the 2010 Census 
Questionnaire Assistance Centers.  Citizens can go to the “mini center” 
located in the Library Fiction Room for help in filling out their census forms.  
Here is a list of the dates and times: 

• Saturdays, April 3, 10, and 17 -- 2 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. 
• Sundays, April 11 and 18 – 2 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. 
• Tuesdays, April 6 and 13 -- 4:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. 
• Thursdays, April 1, 8 and 15 – 4:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. 

5. Library Fine Amnesty Week.  During the week of April 11 to April 17, 
patrons with library fines may have 50¢ of their fines waived for every 
package or can of food that is brought into the Ledding Library. Lost materials 
may not be paid for under this program. The food that is collected will be 
picked up by the Oregon Food Bank and distributed within the local 
community. Library staff chose the week of April 11-17 to help publicize 
National Library Week, which takes place during the same period. 



6. Call for sculptors!  The City Hall Sculpture Garden will be the first 
permanent art garden in the City of Milwaukie.  Located on the south lawn of 
City Hall and adjacent to Jackson Street, the Milwaukie Sculpture Garden will 
provide a beautiful and interesting feature for transit riders and downtown 
visitors.  This exciting project will be constructed in conjunction with the re-
construction of Jackson Street. Sculpture pieces will be installed in July-
August depending on artists’ schedules and coordination with the street 
project. Gardens by Rebecca was selected to create the design.

7. B.T. Shaw Reading.  Join the Milwaukie Poetry Series on April 14 for the 
B.T. Shaw reading.  Ms. Shaw edits The Oregonian poetry column and 
teaches writing and literature at Portland State University and the University 
of Portland.  She holds a BS from the University of Oregon and an MFA from 
the University of Washington.  Her works have appeared in many 
publications, and This Dirty Little Heart is her first book.  Please join Ms. 
Shaw and members of the poetry-lovers community at the Ledding 
Library Pond House, 2215 SE Harrison Street, Milwaukie. 
Poetry readings are scheduled from now through June on the second 
Wednesday of each month.  The mission of the Poetry Committee and 
Project Director Tom Hogan is to make poetry more accessible to all 
members of the community, so we hope you will attend another great night of 
poetry.

8. Ledding Library Authors’ Quarterly.  One may not realize how many 
talented authors there are in our local area. These authors all have 
fascinating stories to tell and are a wealth of information for those of us who 
would like to start writing ourselves. The Ledding Library’s Authors’ Quarterly 
Series intends to promote the authors in our midst and to encourage people 
of all ages to begin careers in writing. To that end, Tom Larsen, Bob Frey and 
Scott Lazenby will share their writing and their knowledge of the craft on April 
22, 6:30 p.m. at the Library Pond House. 

9. 2010 Milwaukie Daze.  Planning for the 2010 Milwaukie Daze Event is 
underway, and your help is needed.  To learn about volunteer opportunities 
contact Event Coordinator Lisa Shippy at 503.841.3732. 

10. Repaving of Springwater Corridor Trail to begins this month.  Repaving 
of 8 miles of the Springwater Corridor is expected to begin in April and 
continue through August.  The work will require periodic closures of the Trail 
between SE 28th Avenue, just east of the Three Bridges section, to SE 174th 
and Jenne Road.  Detours around the closed areas will be established in 
advance for pedestrians, bicyclists, and other users.   This project is funded 
through a $1.8 million grant from the American Recovery and Reinvestment

12. April 6 City Council agenda.  During the work session, City Council will 
consider the City Manager recruitment process, the NE Sewer Extension 
project connection and annexation assistance proposal, and school 
attendance court proposal.  In the regular session, City Council and the public 
will hear reports on Clackamas Community College from Carlotta Collette and 
proposed code modifications that would enhance the City’s enforcement of 
illicit discharges into Milwaukie’s stormwater system.  Under the consent 
agenda are contract awards for the Linwood Avenue paving and decant 
facility projects.  Finally, City Council will consider awarding a contract for the 
4th phase of South Downtown planning and board and commission 
appointments. 

13. Streaming video.  City Council work sessions and regular sessions are 
streamed live from the City’s website, and archived meetings are available for 
viewing as well.  The archived videos and action minutes are available the 
morning after the meeting.  To access the live streaming video or watch an 
archived meeting, visit the City’s website at www.cityofmilwaukie.org, click on 
Council Agendas in the Quick Links section in the upper left-hand corner of 
the homepage, choose the meeting you want to watch, and use the “jump-to” 
drop down to watch a specific portion of the agenda. 
The Council meetings continue to broadcast live on Channel 30 and are 
replayed at various times throughout the week, so check The Pilot for the 
schedule.
